LAND GRANT RULES AND REGULATIONS

I.
Overview
A.
Sections of Tanglewood Forest shall be set aside by the Royal Grounds Keepers (“RGK”) to be used for Land Grants.

B.
“Land Grant” is defined as a parcel of land granted to a group by the RGK for use during Emerald Hills’ Events.
C.
All matters concerning Land Grants shall be administered by the RGK.

II.
Conditions of Eligibility and Procedures for Obtaining Land Grants

A.
Any petitioning company/household (“Grantee”) wishing to obtain a Land Grant must complete and submit a “Land Grant Request Form” to the RGK.

B.
The Grantee must have a minimum of 6 members.

C.
The Grantee must wait a minimum of six months after submission of their “Land Grant Request Form” before being considered for grant status.

D.
The Grantee must have performed a minimum of 150 Kingdom Work Hours over the previous three years before being awarded a Land Grant.

E.
RGK Approved Kingdom Work Hours are defined as work assigned by the RGK to help benefit all users of Tanglewood Forest by creating and maintaining common areas.

III.
Requirements of the Land Grants

A.
Size of Land Grants:

All new land grants shall be ¼ acre of land and shall be as close to square as terrain comfortably allows.

B.
Change of Land Grant: 
Land Grant size and location will not be changed without joint approval of the Grantee and the RGK.
C.
Second Land Grant:

Parcels may be petitioned for and awarded, at the RGK’s discretion, with the performance of an additional 150 Kingdom Work Hours in addition to the normal Kingdom Work Hours required to maintain a Land Grant.

D.
Total Size:


Land Grant Parcels for any one group may not exceed ½ acre.

IV.
Rights of the Grantees

A.
Grantees enjoy “exclusive use” of their Land Grant during Amtgard Events.  “Exclusive use” is defined as the ability to decide who can stay, camp, or visit their Land Grant.  The following exceptions apply to this ability:
1.
Grantees cannot bar duly appointed security, including the autocrat, from their Land Grant when security is there for a proper purpose;

2.
Grantees cannot bar Kingdom officers, including the Monarch, Regent, Prime Minister, or Guildmaster of Reeves, from their Land Grant when the Kingdom officer is there for a proper purpose;

3.
Grantees cannot bar the landowner or legitimate residents on the land from their Land Grant;
4.
Grantees cannot bar members of the RGK from their Land Grant when the RGK member is there for a proper purpose; and

5.
Grantees cannot bar emergency personnel, law enforcement, or any federal, city, state, or county employee who is there in an official capacity from their Land Grant.

B.
A person shall leave the Land Grant if the Captain or, if the Captain is not present, a majority of the members of the Grantee company/household determines it is necessary.

1.
If the person refuses to leave the Land Grant after being told to do so by the Captain or a majority of the members present, the Grantee shall go to the Monarch.  If the Monarch is not available, the Grantee shall go to the autocrat, landowner, or duly appointed security.

2.
If the person refuses to leave the Land Grant after being told to do so by the Monarch, autocrat, landowner, or duly appointed security, the person shall be evicted from the site.


C.
Grantees enjoy the ability to build on their Land Grant.

1.
May construct non-permanent structures with prior written consent of the RGK.

2.
May clear the land as allowed by the RGK.
D.
The rights of the Grantee on its Land Grant are bound by the laws of the State of Texas, the Emerald Hills’ Corpora, and this document.
V.
Guidelines for the Clearing and Development of Land Grant

A.
Land may be cleared as the Grantee desires; however, any tree with a base diameter of 5 inches or greater requires the approval of the Landowner before it may be cut down.  Measure the diameter 6’ above where the tree exits the ground.

B.
To use any pesticides or chemicals within Tanglewood Forest requires the prior approval of the RGK.

C.
Grantees may build structures on their land grant, after submitting the required Building Codes and Documents and being approved by the RGK.  Plans for structures must be submitted before construction may begin.  The RGK shall evaluate all plans for safety, code adherence, and appearances before permission to build any structure shall be granted.

D.
The RGK must approve all improvements, construction, and all structures before, during, and after construction, including fire pits.  The RGK reserves the right to inspect and condemn at its discretion, and at any time, any buildings or constructions associated that are deemed a hazard to the land, wildlife, persons, or structures.
VI.
Maintenance of Land Grants

A.
Grantees are required to maintain a list of current members with the RGK.

B.
Grantees are required to perform 50 RGK approved Kingdom Work Hours per parcel each Calendar Year following the year of the Land Grant.

C.
Kingdom Work Hours may be bought at $20.00/hours up to ___ of the required hours.

D.
Persons who are members of more than one Grantee shall choose to which Grantee’s required hours their individual Kingdom Work Hours will apply.

E.
Grantees shall keep their Land Grant area clean at all times.  No trash piles or scattered trash are allowed on the Land Grants.  Trash shall be taken to the trash trailer, or another location as approved by the autocrat or Monarch at that event.  Building and construction sites shall be maintained.


F.
Kingdom Work Hours will be tracked by the RGK.
VII.
Fires

A.
Construction of ALL fire pits and placement of ALL fire rings must be approved by an RGK member before digging/placement.  

B.
Use of fire pits, fire rings, or burning of any materials is subject to limitations on account of weather conditions.  Any restrictions on the use of fire shall be observed as specified by any Notice.  Details of such restrictions shall be posted at the entrance of Tanglewood Forest as they occur.

C.
All Grantees are required to purchase and keep in close proximity to the fire, a Fire Extinguisher with a capacity of at least 17 lbs.  Further, the extinguishers are to remain full and ready for use at all times, and are subject to inspection at any time.

VIII.
Enforcement

A.
A Violation Form shall be completed for breech of ANY of the above rules and regulations.

B.
An accumulation of three violations will result in action by the RGK.  Such action taken shall be determined on a case-by-case basis.


C.
Gross violations may result in immediate action by the RGK.

D.
Illegal Activity will not be tolerated.
E.
All other provisions of this document not withstanding; the RGK is the final arbiter of any disputes between the Grantee and the Emerald Hills regarding the Land Grant.
F.
The RGK has the authority to revoke any land grant, require additional maintenance hours; levy a monetary fine; and/or take other appropriate actions for violations or other actions deemed improper or illegal.

I acknowledge that I have read, understand, and shall abide by the above “Land Grant Rules and Regulations,” also know as our Land Grant Contract.  I also will ensure that all other members of my company/household have read, understand, and will abide by the above Rules and Regulations.
