Royal Grounds Keeper Charter

[Emerald Hills’ Corpora § III]

I. 
The Royal Grounds Keepers (“RGK”) derives its power and authority solely from the Corpora and exists to oversee the maintenance, development, and management of the Emerald Hills’ leased real estate located at 1095 NW County Road 3055, Purdon, Texas 76679, known as Tanglewood Forest.

II.
The RGK shall consist of seven (7) active, dues paid members of the Emerald Hills.

A.
Composition of the Committee

1.
Three seats are filled via open ballot at the Prime Minister elections for one-year terms.  The annual terms shall be staggered so that there is always at least one member who was active during the preceding six months;


2.
One seat is filled by the land’s legal (mundane) owner;

3.
One seat is filled by the RGK Membership’s decision pursuant to their internal Standard Operating Procedures;


4.
One seat is filled by the Kingdom Treasurer; and

5.
One seat is filled by the Monarch of the Emerald Hills or by a Monarch-appointed representative that has been approved by the RGK.

B.
Should a sitting RGK member assume the office of Monarch, that person must immediately appoint a successor that meets with RGK approval so that no member holds two seats at the same time.

C.
Should a sitting RGK member assume the office of the Treasurer, that person shall immediately vacate their position and fill the Treasurer’s position so that no member holds two seats at the same time. 

D.
The Monarch may appoint Pro-Tem members to fill vacated positions until the next scheduled Emerald Hills’ election, where a member shall be elected to finish the term of the vacated seat.


E.
Committee officers

1.
President: The principal executive Committee officer.  The President presides over the meetings of the RGK.

2.
Vice-President - Performs the duties of the President upon the death, absence, removal or resignation of the President.

3
Secretary – Responsible for preparing, maintaining, and keeping the minutes and other publications pertaining to the RGK.  When the Secretary is not available, the Secretary may appoint a substitute to take over the duties in his/her absence.
4
Treasurer – Responsible for maintaining records of financial activities of the Committee.  Position shall be filled by the Emerald Hills’ Treasurer.
III.
RGK Funds
A.
The Emerald Hills’ Treasurer shall maintain the bank account for RGK funds.

B.
The RGK shall spend funds received only on the maintenance, development, and management of Tanglewood Forest as defined in Section IV below.  These funds shall not be used to pay for expenses or maintenance of the RGK.
C.
RGK Funds are generated from the following sources:

1.
50% of the gate fees from Emerald Hills’ events held at Tanglewood Forest [This is not considered a donation.];


2.
Private Donations; 
3.
Merchant and RV fees from Emerald Hills’ events; and
4.
Donations from the Emerald Hills’ Kingdom Treasury.  Donations from the Emerald Hills’ Kingdom Treasury are optional and subject to approval by Althing. 
D.
The RGK must adhere to the following provisions before the Emerald Hills can donate funds from the Kingdom Treasury to the RGK.

1.
An RGK Funds Requisition Form must be filled out and submitted to the Treasurer for presentation at an Althing; and

2.
The RGK must provide an itemized Reconciliation, including receipts, of the money donated from the EH Kingdom Treasury.
E.
The RGK shall present for publication at each Midreign a summary of RGK income, expenditures, balances, and debts for the previous 12 months.
IV.
RGK Rights, Duties, and Responsibilities

A.
Oversee the maintenance of Tanglewood which includes the following areas:

1.
Pays bills associated with Emerald Hills’ use of Tanglewood (water, electricity, sanitation, etc.); and
2.
Pays for costs associated with the upkeep of Tanglewood for the use of the Emerald Hills (storage, roads, bridges, etc.);
3.
Inspects and condemns at its discretion, and at any time, buildings and constructions associated with the Emerald Hills that are deemed a hazard to the land, wildlife, persons, or structures.

4.
Regularly empty the trash trailer(s) and have the portable toilets cleaned.
B.
Oversee the development of Tanglewood which includes the following areas:
1.
Pays for costs associated with land improvement for the use of the Emerald Hills (buildings, new roads, new water lines, new power lines, equipment used for land improvement, etc.);

2.
Plans dates for Emerald Hills’ work weekends;

3.
Schedules projects for Emerald Hills’ work weekends; and
4.
Approves all improvements, construction, and all structures before, during, and after construction, including fire pits and rings for use by the Emerald Hills at Tanglewood.
C.
Oversee the management of Tanglewood which includes the following areas:
1.
Distributes and Processes Land Grant Request Forms to interested individuals. 


2.
Approves, administers, assigns, and awards land grants;

3.
Approves what counts for land hours as defined in the Emerald Hills Land Grant Rules and Regulations;

4.
Tracks land hours as defined in the Emerald Hills Land Grant Rules and Regulations; 

5.
Enforcement of the Emerald Hills Land Grant Rules and Regulations;

6.
Punishment as defined by the Emerald Hills Land Grant Rules and Regulations as appropriate.
7.
Revokes land grants. 



D.
Limitations of the RGK
1.
Within their allotted funds, there is no explicit limit on the amount of monies the RGK can spend on a particular project to further develop, maintain, or manage Tanglewood Forest for the Emerald Hills’ use. 



2.
The RGK is bound by the laws of the State of Texas.

3.
The RGK is bound by the Emerald Hills' Corpora.
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
